Individual teams are required to cook a minimum of (25) gallons. Restaurant teams are
required to cook a minimum of (40) gallons. Chowder must be stored in sealed containers in
covered ice chests. Each head cook will be permitted a maximum of three (3) assistants in their
cooking area. All give-away must be pre-approved by the Chamber of Commerce prior to
event day.

COOKING AREAS

Contestants are required to supply their own chowder ingredients, cooking utensils and
Coleman-type stove (no liquid fuel), and propane/butane fuel ONLY. The Fire Department will
inspect cooking equipment before start of event. The Chamber provides a six-foot table for
you. Contestants are encouraged to decorate themselves and their cooking areas, as points will
be given for booth decor. Booth decor will be strictly limited to a 10 foot by 10-foot area with
one side being measured from the pier railing. For everyone's safety, NO GLASS
CONTAINERS AND NO ALCOHOL permitted on the pier. Police personnel will be present to
enforce the law. There is no electricity. Water is available on the pier, if needed. APHYSICAL,
NONFLAMMABLE BARRIER IS REQUIRED BETWEEN THE STOVE AREA AND
PUBLIC AREA.

OFFLOADING, PARKING AND LOADING

Contestants must off-load their materials at the yellow curbed loading zone at the base of the pier
and carry or hand carts them to the assigned cooking areas. Do not block access to the emergency
railroad crossing or leave vehicles unattended. There will be a few vehicles to help carry materials
on a first come basis. There is free parking available on the side streets that run into Avenida Del
Mar immediately above the upper pier bowl parking lot.

PUBLIC TASTING

Spectators will purchase tickets for tasting prior to the event. A spectator must present you a
taste ticket to receive a taste of your chowder. Each entrant will be given a hole punch to
punch one "1 taste" area of the tasting tickets for each taste given. Contestants will be
provided with cups, spoons, napkins and crackers to be given to spectators for tasting. Each
cup is to be used only once. Ticket Presale - Tasting tickets will be sold at several locations
$6.00 for six tastes.

JUDGING

Chowder will be judged on a point basis for best tasting chowder. Each team will receive a judging
cup prior to the judging period. It will be the responsibility of the head-cook to deliver his or her
team’s Chowder to the judging area. Judging bowls must be delivered by 10:30 am. The Best
Decorated Booth award will be determined by our judging panel based on point’s awards for
originality of costume and booth decorations. The People's Choice awards will be judged by
individual taster’s ballot. Teams will be disqualified for stuffing the ballot. Be on time. Bring your
own chairs.
